*College-Bound Students

- Take at least one mathematics course &/or one science course during your senior year (depending on

  your career choice).  Rigorous curriculum helps you prepare for your college experience.

- MAKE SURE your course selection helps you meet the admission requirements for the college you plan

  to attend.

- In order to be successful at the college level it is recommended that you have taken math classes through

  Algebra II (minimum).

- If you are in the advanced-placed English and have not taken English 12CB, you should consider that.

The next step would be to take SVCC’s English 101/103 or PCHS English electives; however, the
